As we approach
the state testing period next week, | want to take a moment to emphasize the vital role you play
in preparing your child for success. As you probably know, our students in grades 3-8 will be
taking the California Assessment of Student Performance and Progress (CAASPP). CAASPP tests
are an important opportunity for students to demonstrate what they've learned throughout the
year, and your support at home can make a meaningful difference in their readiness and

confidence.

We see these tests not as a measure of your child’s worth, but as one of many tools that help us
understand how to continue supporting their academic growth. The test results can also be used
to determine placement in academic programming that is best suited to their needs and
abilities. That's why the partnership between home and school is more important than ever.
Together, we can ensure our students feel supported, encouraged, and ready to do their very

best.
Here are a few ways you can help your child prepare for testing next week:

e Prioritize Rest: Ensure your child gets a full night's sleep before each testing day. A
well-rested mind is a focused and resilient one.

e Healthy Breakfast: A nutritious breakfast fuels both body and brain. Try to provide
something balanced—protein, whole grains, and fruit work wonders!

e Daily Attendance: Every instructional minute counts. Regular attendance in the days
leading up to testing allows teachers to review key concepts and answer student
guestions.

e Positive Encouragement: Remind your child that you believe in them. Confidence can go
a long way—Ilet them know that their job is simply to try their best.

e Talk About the Tests: If your child is feeling anxious or has questions about the test, talk
with them openly. Reassure them that it's okay to feel nervous and that their effort is what

Mmatters most.

Habla sobre los examenes: Si tu hijo se siente ansioso o tiene preguntas sobre el examen,
habla con él abiertamente. Asegurale que esta bien sentirse nervioso y que su esfuerzo es lo
mas importante.
