Rosemead School District Team Travels to A.B. Combs Leadership Magnet 

Elementary School for Leadership Day in North Carolina 

Rosemead, CA, December 21, 2015:  A team of eight Rosemead School District traveled to North Carolina 
to attend the A.B. Combs Leadership Magnet Elementary School Leadership Day on November 19, 2015.    

 
The Rosemead team included a Board Member, Superintendent, Administrator, Principals, Assistant 

Principal, and Teachers.  Through their attendance during the A.B. Combs Leadership Day, they were able to see 
first-hand and experience the quality of a learning-centered model that strives for leadership development within 
its student body based on Dr. Stephen Covey’s The 7 Habits of Highly Effective People.  A.B. Combs is the only 
magnet school to have been honored as the #1 Magnet School in America, in 2006 and again in 2014.  The 
leadership model at A.B. Combs gained widespread recognition in 2008 through Dr. Covey’s book The Leader in 
Me, and since the program’s conception in 1999, it has been replicated in over 1,400 schools around the world.   

 
The Rosemead District’s journey with the Leader in Me 

program began during the summer of 2008, when a team 
attended the Panda Restaurant Group/Franklin Covey workshop.  
The District then introduced the Leader in Me program as a 
district-wide initiative in 2009 with teams of staff attending 
additional workshops.
